This nearly hidden Memorial, one of only three G.A.R. Memorials in Tennessee, must surely be among the southernmost G.A.R.

Memorials in the United States. Dark streaking on the Memorial's north (front) face render it unattractive and make it difficult to read the

Memorial's text. The raised text, made of concrete, is eroding. The Memorial's base is missing stones and cracks have formed in the mortar

between the stones and elsewhere in the Memorial's base. Some stones are at risk of becoming detached from the Memorial's base.

The committee that oversaw the construction/dedication of this Memorial included a Union Army ancestor of mine, James O. A. Still (Co. E,
5th TN Mounted Infantry USA).
