Location: Lawrence, Douglas County 
Oak Hill Cemetery 

Type: Granite Monument and Mass Graves 
Description: A large marker is located in Section 3 of the cemetery. It faces west with 
the inscription: "Dedicated to the Memory of - the One Hundred and Fifty Citizens 
who Defenceless Fell - Victims to the Inhuman Ferocity of Border Guerrillas led by 
the Infamous Quantrell - in the Raid upon Lawrence, August 21, 1863 - Erected May 
30", 1885. The east side is inscribed: "The Roll of Their Names May be Found in the ­ 
City Clerk's Office, Lawrence, and in the - Records of the State Historical - Society, 
Topeka". To the East of the monument are two mass burials of some of the victims. 
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
