Both Union and Confederate troops c;z;p%ds‘::t.
Austin during the war and Federal troops tore
down most of the buildings in town for lumber
to build winter quarters. Gen. J.O. Shelby's
Confederates fought a rear-quard action at Cypress
Creek near here after the Ashley’s Station battle
on Aug. 24, 1864. The remains of 17 Union soldiers
were moved from Austin to Little Rock National

Cemetery on Aug. 1, 1868.
