On July 26, 1865, the 23d Ohio was mustered ol of service, and its officers
met here at the monument they had already erected to the regiment in
Cleveland after its service at Antietam, Maryland, in 1862. It is perhaps the
first—certainly one of the first—regimental monuments erected, and it marks
as well the rise to prominence of two future American Presidents from the
regiment. Brigadier General Rutherford B. Hayes, once colonel of the 23d
Ohio, stands immediately left of the monument, his head just visible above
the shoulder-of the man’in front of him. And the officer standing second to
theright from the marker is probably Major William McKinley. Few
