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History isn t 
finished with 

Renewal sought at 
Civil War-era fort

More than 18,000 people 
watched the tall ships cruise the 
Detroit River this summer from 
the grounds of Histor ic F t . 
Wayne, the first time that many 
people had been on the 83-acre 
property s ince it was all but 
closed to the public 10 years ago. 

But now there are discussions 
about reopening the fort — with 
its historic buildings and river­
front panorama — with a mix of 
recreational, historical and busi­
ness uses. 

In the past year, the Detroit 
Histor ica l Museums, Wayne 
County and the Huron-Clinton 
Metropark Authority have come 
up with a plan to upgrade the 
fort's grounds. It includes reno­
vating some buildings to lease to 
businesses and nonprofit 
groups, adding a 125-slip marina 
for visiting boaters, a riverfront 
walk and a music stage. 

The plan also calls for build­
ing a new Tuskegee Airmen mu­
seum and renovating a ware ­
house into a military museum 
based on Detroit 's key role in 
arming the United States during 
World War I I with tanks, planes,. 
bullets and bombs. 

Before any plans can be im­
plemented, however, the Detroit 
City Counci l must approve a 
fund-raising partnership pro­
posed with the county and the 
metropark authority. The city 
would retain.ownership, but rep­

resentatives from the three entk 
ties would form a council and 
make the decisions about how 
Historic Ft. Wayne is run. 

Officials from the county and 
metroparks have agreed to the 
partnership. The Detroit council 
was briefed on the restructuring 
plan earlier this year but has not 
approved it. It is unclear when 
the issue will come up again in 
Detroit. 

"We're in a holding pattern 
while we wait for City Council 
approval," said Bode Morin, who 
works at the fort for-the histori­
cal museums. 

Morin gave a presentation on 
the plan Tuesday at a meeting of 
the Greater Detroit Amer ican 
Heritage River Initiative's steer r 

ing committee. One of the fed­

furbishing the fort's grounds so it 
can be reopened to the public, 
said John Hartig, who has the 
title river navigator under the 
initiative.
