History:

In 1907, the funds for the monument were raised
by the Woman’s Relief Corps by raffling of a quilt,
serving suppers for 10¢, and by sponsoring a fish-
pond for a nickel. The GAR sponsored dances and
masquerade balls for 50¢ and 75¢.

In November of 2000, the SUVCW General John
A. Logan Camp No. 1, of Grand Rapids performed
an assessment and determined it was in desperate
need of cleaning. After restoration, the monument >
was rededicated July 4, 2001.
