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First Wisconsinite takes helm of SUVCW
Stephen Michaels, of Franklin, Wisconsin was elected 

Commander-in-Chief of the National Organization of the 
Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War on August 14, 
2004, at the 123rd National Encampment in Cedar Rapids, 
Iowa. Brother Michaels' ascension represented the first 
Wisconsinite in the 123-year history of the SUVCW to serve 
in the Order's highest office.

Commander-in-Chief Michaels traces his SUVCW eligi- 
bilily back to ten Ohio Civil War solders, including one 
great great grand-father (Pvt. William Howard Wilson, 
Company G. 48th Ohio Volunteer Infantry), eight great great 
uncles and one cousin. The Ohio Regiments represented 
by his ancestors include the 12th, 34th, 48lh, 59th, 79th, 
89th, and 153rd.

Born in Milwaukee, the eldest of three children and the 
only son of Virginia Cordes Michaels and the late John 
Michaels, Brother Michaels attended Milwaukee’s Casimir 
Pulaski High School where he graduated in 1973. He ob­
tained a Bachelor of Arts degree in Mass Communication 
in 1977 from the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee.

Upon arrving at their destination, 
the group found special trains bringing in a large number 
of ex-slaves for the event, estimated at six thousand.The 
City of Fitzgerald, established in 1896 by ex-Union 
solders who, suffering through the 1890 depression or 
with the drought that crippled the Midwest decided that 
(j]ey could start their lives anew in Georgia, sent an 

ficial delegation and 10 carloads of prople on a train to 
the event. The GAR Posts from Fitzgerald, GA and the 
WRC were there in force. The Central Congregational 
Church of Atlanta provided their Reverend and a vocal 
quartet for the service

Several months leading up to the rededication date, we 
had received an outpouring of invitations to visit numer­
ous site throughout the area and everyone was anxiously 
looking forward to our visit. Upon our arrival in 
Americus, GA, a number of our patry stayed at the

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Michigan Monument at Andersonville rededicated
By Bruce B. Butgereit, PDC

"It is a far cry from Michigan to Georgia, But Michigan 
will not forget or cease to honor the men who filled the 
ranks of her volunteers..."

Such were the words of General James H. Kidd, 6th 
Michigan Cavalry, at the May 30, 1904 dedication of the 
Michigan monument at Andersonville, GA.

One hundred years to the day, the people of Michigan 
were once again to prove those words true.

It was shortly after the National Woman's Relief Corps, 
the Auxiliary to the Grand Army of the Republic, had 
purchased the Prison Pen at Andersonville (GA), known 
as Camp Sumter by the Confederates; efforts were made 
to erect memorials at the site.

On May 28, 1904, a special train, carrying Michigan 
Governor A.T. Bliss and other dignitaries, left Detroit 
bound for Georgia. Their destination was the National 
Cemetery at Andersonville, one of the most infamous 
prisons during the American Civil War. The purpose of 
their journey was to dedicate a new monument to the 
Michigan soldiers who had been imprisoned and died 
there. On Friday, May 28, 2004 a group of people 
traveled by air from Detroit on a special mission to 
rededicate that same monument; they were joined later by 
others traveling by auto from several States.

The Michigan monument, with its life-size weeping 
angel, is considered by many to be one of the most 
beautiful memorials on the grounds of the Andersonville 
National Historic site. It is also one of only a few to 
actually be erected within the stockade of the prison. 
Created by the Lloyd Brothers Monument Co. of Toledo, 
OH. the State of Michigan authorized the purchase of the 
$5,500 memorial. Missing a bronze laurel wreath for 
many years, through the efforts of Mercene Karkadoulias, 
of Karkadoulias Bronze Art, Inc. of Cincinnati, OH the 
memorial was restored to its original 1904 condition. 
The entire cost of restoring the wreath was borne by Mrs. 
Karkadoulias as "her contrubution to the dedication and 
efforts of Bruce and Marcia Butgereit (of Grand Rapids, 
MI) in restoring and preserving our Civil War memorials. 
(Mercene is a nationally renowned conservator whose 
company she established in 1971, has restored hundreds 
of sculptures, monuments and Statues across the United 
Slates including the 119-year old Kent County, Grand 
Rapids, ML, Civil War Monument.

The Michigan Monument is constructed of light gray 
Vermont granite and is about 10 feet tall. The inscription 
on the front face reads:

Edwin Bearss. well-known history guide and Civil 
War scholar, made several presentations about the Wai 
of the Rebellion during a visit to Athens. Ohio in late 
April.

. we understand that this action in far off Georgia is an 
integral part of the history of our region as about 25 per 
cent of military-age men from Southeastern Ohio were 
on the MArch to the Sea. In fact, he added, a total of 
about 50 Ohio regiments were involved.

Bearass addressed an overflow crowd in Ohio 
University’s Walter Hall with an "old-school" style of 
elocution that seemed appropriate to his subject. 
Throughout his lecture Bearss focused with incredible 
detail on the role of the regiments from Southeastern 
Ohio and how Sherman’s tactics had greatly shortened 
the length of the war and saved lives of many men on 
both sides.

"1 would think people would like General Sherman,”

followed Ulysses S. Grant or Robert E. Lee."

To the men involved. Bearss said, this was a most 
glorious adventure. In a little more than three months 
and 250-mile march through hostile lands. Sherman had 
accomplished the "unthinkable" with the nearly blood­
less capture of Savannah.

The 
Department of Iowa has, as one of its many 
projects, finding the location of all Medal of 
Honor recipients from Iowa are buried. Brother 
Russell had located this grave and through him 
and Department Commander Larry Roach, the 
information and family contact information was 
given to Brother Schall.

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A Belated Tribute

We customarily honor our "gone but not forgotten vetei 
ans in somber yet highly respectful ceremonies across the 
nation every year. It is fitting and proper that we should 
remember our veterans and their sacrifices through the con­
tinuance of these traditional services.

o liance, Ohio, held its last Post meet­
ing. The Post's last member, Past Commadner-in- 
Chief John Henry Grate, died the next month at 103 
years old. The Stanton Post was now the only 
active GAR Post in the County. At that time, 
Charles L. Chappel was Commander of Stanton 
Post. He would pass aaway in September of 1949.

The last GAR National Encampment in 1949 did 
not make any provisions for future Department 
Encampments. The Encampment merely froze the 
conditiion of the NAtional Officers. They would 
hold their current title until they died. There was a 
notation hoping that Comrade Chappel would hold 
Post meetings as long as he could, but nothing was 
said about Departments.

In 1950, at least three Departments held Encamp­
ments. Oregon and Wisconsin would hold their last 
Department Encampments in that year. The De­
partment of California would continue to hold 
Encampments through 1952.

On January 23, 1953, William Allen Magee 
passed away, the last suvivor of the battle of 
Gettysburg and the Last GAR Department Com­
mander.

On his last birthday, August 19, 1953, Depart­
ment Commander Magee is quoted as saying, "Our 
beloved United States has never been licked in a 
war and we never shall be licked. They just can't 
lick her because we have the Power. We have real 
Power and we have real men.

On a late April afternoon in 1952, the last act of an 
Id ritual was playing itself out in a Van Nuys, 

California home. An encampment of one, not unlike 
similar meetings throughout the country in the last 
ten years, was quickly here and gone. William A. 
Masee, the last civil war veteran in California, 
opened the encampment with a prayer. He gave a 
quick Department Commander's Report; nominated 
and elected himself; and adjourned the encampment. 
What had happened so quickly was the last depart­
ment encampment of the Grand Army of the Repub­
lic. Department Commander Magee would not live 
to see another encampment.

William Allen Magee was born in Findlay, Ohio, 
August 19, 1846. At the age of 12, Magee joined 
Company M, 12th Ohio Cavalry as a drummer boy. 
He would later become the company bugler. His 
regiment would fight in numerous nattles and 
skirmishes, including Gettysburg and Sherman's 
March to the Sea. At one point in the Civil War, 
Magee and a number of his comrades were captured 
and incarcerated at the infamous Libby Prison. 
Magee escaped and made his way back to Union 
lines with the aid of "Negro slaves." After the war, 
tTiagee returned to civilian life for a short time 
before rejoining the Army. He served 38 years, 7 
months, retiring in 1898 as a Master Sargeant, 
during that time, he fought Indians, the James 
Brothers and Poncho Vila, retiring in Tampa, Florida 
al l^e end of the Spanish American War, where he 
Served in Co. H, 2nd U.S. Infantry. In 1946 the US 

rmy iecognized his long service by making him an 
onoiary Recruitment Seergeant.

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" Of all the Allied Orders, The Sons organization are the 
most unique in terms of history and quantity of badges. 
At times, they were a military training organization and al 
other limes, civilian based and this contributes to their 
complexity. No one individual or area can claim to be the 
originators of the Sons of Veterans. The Grand Army 
men realizing in the late 1870s and early 1880s in eastern 
and western Pennsylvania. Missouri, New England New 
Jersey and New York.

On September 17. 1878. Anna M. Ross Post #94 GAR 
of Philadelphia began a son’s organization known as Anna 
M. Ross Cadet Corps #1. Today, this branch is called the 
"cadet corps" faction. Within a year, other local GAR 
posts organized Cadet Corps throughout eastern Pennsyl­
vania. New York. New Jersey and Delaware and affiliated 
with the Philadelphia Sons organization. A National 
organization was formed called the Sons of Veterans with 
Alfred Cope elected National Commander [i]. Al the 
same lime, similar efforts in New England created a Sons 
organization under the leadership of Edwin Earp of Lynn, 
Massachusetts and they loo affiliated with the Philadel­
phia Sons. A Sons of Veterans membership badge was 
created. Unfortunately, this Order was plagued with 
financial problems and could not supply badges and 
charters to their rapidly expanding ranks. Dissensions 
arose and most chapters by 1886 affiliated with the Sons 
of Veterans, U.S.A, organization headquartered in 
Pittsburgh. Pennsylvania.

In 1880 in Albany. New York, the GAR organized their 
sons into Filii Veleranorum, the Sons of Veterans. Today 
this branch is called the "Post system." Members greeted 
by the title, "comrades." The local chapter was called a 
post" and their regular meetings were known as "en­
campments."

Officers of this chapter were the Post Commander, 
Senior Vice Commander, Junior Vice Commander, Post 
Adjutant, and Post Quartermaster, and Chaplain mirroring

had posts in New York, New Jersey and Pennsylvania.
The ritual is strikingly similar to the GAR. During 

initiation the recruits seeking admission received this 
solemn charge: "whenever an enemy of liberty shall appear 
in out front, may the touch of elbow to elbow assure each 
comrade that he is supported on either side by sworn 
friends. Be ever ready to defend the honor of a comrade, to 
bind up his wounds, and to loosen the flap of your haver­
sack to the needy.
