Elected Commander-in-Chief of the Sons of Union Veterans 
of the Civil War at the 95th National Encampment held in 
Columbus, Ohio, August 15-19, 1976.

Brother Wheeler’s great-grandfather, Edwin F. Wheeler, served 
in the United States Army during the Civil War as a private in 
Company F, 16th N. H. Regiment. He was killed in action 
August 16, 1863.

Kenneth Wheeler joined J. W. Spaulding Camp No. 38 in 1936. 
He served as Commander in 1944. He has held all the elective 
offices in his Camp and has served as Secretary-Treasurer since 
1950. He was a member of a degree team for several years.

After serving in many elective offices, Kenneth was elected 
Department Commander of New Hampshire in 1949. He had 
the honor of attending the last Encampment of the G.A.R. in 
Indianapolis that year. This was the highlight of his years of 
service with the Sons of Union Veterans. He has again been 
chosen Department Commander for 1976-77.

Brother Wheeler has served as National Genealogist, National 
Chaplain and National Patriotic Instructor.

Since retirement, he has served on the Milford Planning Board 
and a town School Budget Committee.

Elected National President of the Auxiliary to the Sons of 
Union Veterans of the Civil War at the 90th Annual Encampment 
held in Columbus, Ohio August 15-19, 1976.

Her great-grandfather, Leverett Howell, served as First Sgt., 
Co. F, 14th Regt., Connecticut Volunteers from 1862 to 1863 and 
was discharged for disability.

In 1923, at age 16, Minnie joined John A. Hawes Auxiliary No. 1 
of New Bedford, Massachusetts and served the Auxiliary in many 
offices. In 1950 she was elected to the office of Department 
Inspector and filled many offices before becoming “Mass” De­
partment President in 1964. Since that time, she has served as 
Department Secretary for seven years. She has served the National 
Organization as Council Member, Patriotic Instructor and two 
years as Personal Aide. In addition to her Auxiliary work, she 
has been involved in restaurant work for some years and in 1972 
retired as Dining Room Manager of Skipper Motor Inn, Fair­
haven, Mass.

The 95th annual National Encampment of the Sons of Union 
Veterans of the Civil War and the 90th annual Conventions of 
the Auxiliary to the Sons and the Ladies of the GAR were held 
August 15-19 in the Neil House Motor Hotel. Columbus, Ohio. 
The Sons had one hundred and forty-two members registered; 
the Encampment voting strength was one hundred and nineteen. 
The business sessions and the interesting programs arranged by 
the Ohio Department Convention Committee proved to be infor­
mative and enjoyable to those who attended. Constructive reports 
of national officers and committee chairmen, meaningful discus­
sions, good fellowship and enjoyable entertainment made it a most 
pleasant Encampment.

A very impressive joint memorial service was conducted by 
the Sons and Auxiliary on Sunday afternoon under the leadership 
of National Chaplains Richard E. Wyman (N.H.) and Mrs. Ger­
trude Deckenback (N.J.). The Grand Army of the Republic and 
deceased Past Commanders-in-Chief and Past National Presidents 
and deceased officers and members of the Sons and Auxiliary 
were remembered. Musical selections, the lighting and ex­
tinguishing of candles by Commander-in-Chief Clarence J. Riddell 
and National President Caroline E. Riddell, arid the placing of 
flowers in memory of those who passed away during the past year 
provided fitting tributes. In addition to the Department Com­
manders and Department Presidents (or their representatives), 
others who participated in the service were: Past Commanders- 
in-Chief John C. Yocum. Fred H. Combs, Jr., John H. Stark, and 
Chester S. Shriver; Past National Presidents Hazel Moushey, 
Anita Selby, Margaret Schroeder, and Dorothy Hilyard. P.N.P, 
Emma Wheeler was the pianoist and the soloist was Chaplain 
Wyman. P.C. in C. LeRoy Stoudt presented and Commander-in-

95th ANNUAL NATIONAL ENCAMPMENT
The Committee on Officers’ Reports, after study and considera­

tion of excellent reports submitted by the National Officers, made 
recommendations to the Encampment for action. Committee re­
ports reflecting diligent effort and earnest endeavor on behalf of 
cur National Organization were submitted by the respective chair­
men, including Thomas L. W. Johnson, Legislative; George L. 
Cashman, Lincoln Tomb Ceremony; Ivan E. Frantz, Sr., Remem­
brance Day Ceremony; Joseph S. Rippey, Constitution and Regu­
lations; and C. LeRoy Stoudt, Encampment Site Committee.
Actions taken by the Encampment included the following:
__ Received with much appreciation and a rising vote of thanks 

the report of National Patriotic Instructor Frank L. Clark 
indicating that a net sum of $2,621.70 had been raised in 
1975-76 for the GAR Memorial Fund — the fund which 
finances many worthwhile patriotic activities of the National 
organization annually.

— Received with sincere gratitude the report of Senior Vice Com­
mander-in-Chief Robert J. Wolz that during the past year 
$209.50 had been donated to the 100th Anniversary (1981) 
Fund of our National Organization.

— Awarded the Gen. U. S. Grant III Cup for the largest percent­
age increase in membership during 1975-76 (.32%) to the Wis­
consin Dept. Awarded the Harold E. Arnold Trophy for the 
greatest number of new members received during the past 
year to the Wisconsin Deparmtent (an increase of sixteen 
members).

— Adopted a proposed budget for the ensuing year providing for 
anticipated receipts of $10,277.63 and anticipated disbursements 
of $10,277.63.

— Urged the U. S. Congress to give favorable consideration to a 
Bill before it which would reestablish the date of May 30th for 
the National observance of Memorial Day.

— Urged the U.S. Senate to turn back all efforts to dilute the 
sovereignty of the United States over the Panama Canal 
Zone.

— Adopted the minutes of the Encampment sessions as the 
official record of the Encampment, subject to the approval 
of the out-going Commander-in-Chief.

— Authorized the National Secretary-Treasurer to require (where 
Camps and Departments have not already complied) that by 
December 31, 1976 each Camp make two (2) photocopies of 
its Camp Charter and forward the copies to Department Head­
quarters where one of the copies will be filed and the other 
copy, along with a copy of the Department Charter, will be 
forwarded to the National Secretary-Treasurer by the Depart­
ment Secretary.

— Expressed appreciation to the Neil House Motor Hotel of 
Columbus, to the Encampment Committee, and to all parties 
concerned for the dedicated effort put forth to make the 95th 
Annual Encampment and the stay in Columbus so pleasant 
and enjoyable for all who attended.

— Acknowledged with sincere appreciation the kindness and 
generosity of our District of Columbia Representative, Arthur 
Glenum, in sending a letter of greeting and a $100 donation 
to our National Organization for use at its discretion.

— Honored posthumously P.C. in C. Albert C. Lambert, who died 
September 3, 1975, for his intense loyalty and dedication to 
the SUVCW and for all his accomplishments made in behalf 
of our Organization.

— Adopted a recommendation urging Congress to give full and 
favorable consideration to the enlargement and enhancement 
of the Antietam National Battlefield site according to the 
provisions of legislative bill S. 91.

— Approved the report of the Encampment Site Committee that 
the next National Encampment will be held in Des Moines, 
Iowa, August 14-18, 1977 (details will appear in a later issue 
of the BANNER),

a. That the U.S.A, shall maintain superior military strength 
worldwide.

b. That the U.S.A, shall retain complete sovereignty over the 
Panama Canal Zone.
That the rights and privileges of the law-abiding citizenry 
must not be abridged in the dispensation of justice.

d. That taxation must be fairly applied.
That all citizens are entitled to a basic unadorned and 
disciplined education which will insure the literacy of our 
population.

f. That May 30th is the only true and meaningful Memorial

AUXILIARY CONVENTION NEWS
Members of the Auxiliary began arriving in Columbus, Ohio 

on Friday, August 13th for the 90th Annual National Encamp­
ment of the Auxiliary to Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War.

At 9:30 A.M. on Monday morning a joint opening of the Sons 
and Auxiliary was held in the Ballroom of the Hotel. Joint 
Chiefs of Staff John C. Yocum and Claire Monahan presided over 
a very lovely opening program at which time the National President 
and Commander-in-Chief were received into the meeting room. 
National Aides participated in the program, and National Officers 
of both Organizations, as well as Department Commanders and 
Department Presidents, were received and introduced. Following 
brief remarks by the National presiding Officers the Sons retired 
to their own meeting room and the Auxiliary room was prepared 
for the business sessions.

The official meeting was called to order at 10:25 A.M. 
National President Riddell made her convention appointments, 
and the meeting then proceeded according to ritualistic form. The 
altar was arranged by the Chaplain, who gave the opening prayer. 
Guides and Color Guards inspected all I.D. cards; the “Star 
Spangled Banner*’ and “America” were sung; the Pledge of Alle­
giance to the Flag was given and the American Creed was re­
cited. A committee from the Ohio Department representing the 
convention committees was received, and beautiful flowers were 
presented to the National President.

Roll call of National Officers; Past National Presidents (nine­
teen responded); Department Presidents for 1976-77; Department 
Presidents from 1975-76; convention appointees and members of 
the convention committee was made. Gifts were presented to 
all who responded to the roll call, and the National President 
expressed her sincere thanks for their cooperation during the 
year and also for their loyalty and splendid achievements. Re­
cess for lunch was called at this point to reconvene al 1:00 P.M.

The afternoon session on Monday was called to order at 
1:30 P.M. The first order of business was the reading of the 
National President’s report. This was a very fine report and 
showed a year of hard work and intensive travel in lhe interest 
of the Auxiliary. National President Riddell is to be congratu­
lated for her splendid work in the name of our Order. Reports 
of National Officers followed and all were received and turned 
over to the Committee on Officers’ Reports for further action on 
their contents. All recommendations approved by the convention 
will appear in the first National Order of lhe new administration. 
Department Presidents from the various Departments were called 
on from time to time to give Department Reports which were 
most interesting and well received. They revealed that our various 
Departments are still vitally interested in our Organization and 
working hard in their own Departments. National Secretary 
Viola Bremme read all the correspondence received during the 
year. These consisted mostly of Thank You notes received from 
various members and Letters of Endorsement for National Offices.
These were all ordered filed. During the afternoon session 
National Patriotic Instructor Ruth Appleby made her presentation 
of a check in lhe amount of $350.00 in memory of the Grand 
Army of the Republic. This year the check was presented to 
Children’s Hospital of Columbus, Ohio so they could continue 
the very fine work they are doing. Robert B. Goldenberg, 
Director of Development of the Hospital, received the check and 
expressed his most sincere thanks on behalf of the Hospital. He 
told of the work being done there and the needs of the hospital 
for any assistance they could receive. He expressed his admiration 
for our Organization in participating in a public service project 
such as we had done and again thanked us for our contribution.

The question of the “Life Membership” plaque which had been 
presented to P.N.P Ida R. Klein the previous year was then 
discussed. Since Sr. Klein had no living relatives it was decided 
that the plaque would be given to the Department of Maine, Sr. 
Klein’s Department, who would have it placed in an appropriate 
place for display. The meeting was then recessed until 9:00 A.M. 
Tuesday.

On Monday evening the annual dinner of the Past National 
Presidents and Past Commanders-in-Chief was held under the 
direction of P.N.P. Agnes Davis. Exemplification of lhe Ritual 
was done by members of the Pennsylvania Department, and this 
was followed by a most enjoyable Courtesy Hour. After lhe

Courtesy Hour the Ohio Department provided entertainment 
which was enjoyed by all. Members of a Harmonica Club spoke 
on the history of the instrument “The Harmonica” and played 
many lively and enjoyable tunes. We then had a visit from our 
own “Dolly,” P.N.P. Hazel Moushey, who was enthusiastically 
received by all.

Tuesday morning's session was called to order at 9:45 A.M. 
National President Riddell expressed her thanks to the National 
Chief of Staff for the lovely Courtesy Hour held the evening 
before and invited all the members to come to her suite of rooms 
following the Banquet and Reception on Tuesday evening to view 
her gifts. The Chaplain opened the Bible, and the business of 
the convention was continued. Reports of National Officers were 
completed and more Department reports were given. Minutes of 
lhe Monday sessions were read and approved. P.N.P. Anna I. 
Stoudl then presented the testimonial of the National Organization 
to N. P. Riddell and expressed the thanks of the Organization for 
all the work she had done on behalf of the Auxiliary.

Reports of Standing Committees and Convention Committees 
were then given. The question of the appointment of a new 
Agent for our Charter was discussed. After much discussion it 
was voted that P.D.P. Margaret Gehret of the Ohio Dept, would 
be our Agent in Ohio, and the National Secretary was instructed 
to take the necessary steps to see that this change was made at 
lhe Slate House in Ohio. Reports of Departments were completed 
during this session. We then recessed for lunch to reconvene at 
1:00 P.M.

Tuesday afternoon’s session was called to order at 1:15 P.M. 
Nomination of officers for the coming year was the first order 
of business. The credential committee reported 147 registered 
delegates and 22 guests in attendance. A complete listing of 
the names and addresses of the newly elected and appointed 
National Officers appears in another part of this publication, and 
you are instructed to refer to that for the information. A report 
of the Resolution Committee revealed only Courtesy Resolutions 
presented which were all approved by the convention.

A Greetings Committee from the Sons of Union Veterans was 
received. This was a most impressive sight as all members of 
the Sons’ convention marched into the room to pay their respects 
to our National President and delegates. Commander-in-Chief 
Riddell and Past Commander-in-Chief Frank Heacock were the 
spokesmen for the group and P.N.P. Anna I. Stoudt responded. 
National Past President General of the National Society of 
the Sons of the American Revolution was escorted in and 
introduced by Bro. Robert Wolz, Jr. He spoke very impressively 
to all and extended the greetings of lhe City of Columbus. 
P.N.P. Dorothy Hilyard responded. A greetings committee from 
the Ladies of the G.A.R. was received. They brought greetings 
from their Organization to ours. P.N.P. Flora Bates responded. 
Recess was then declared until 9:30 A.M. Wednesday.

The Wednesday session was called to order at 9:45 A.M. 
Minutes of lhe Tuesday session were read and approved. The 
Committee on Officers’ Reports read their report, and all 
recommendations presented were approved. National Patriotic 
Instructor Ruth Appleby gave her financial report. This was a 
very fine report, and the total money raised and turned over to 
the National Treasurer, after expenses, was $1,626.56. This 
report was received with great applause. National Chief of Staff 
Claire Monahan then gave her Financial report. Money raised and 
turned over to the National Treasurer, after expenses, was 
$3,047.18. This report also was received enthusiastically with 
much applause, and both of these officers were given rising votes 
of thanks from the delegates. This completed the business of 
the convention, with Installation of new Officers the final order 
of business.

P.N.P. Jessie Wells was appointed the Installing Officer, and 
she was assisted by a staff comprised of members of the Massa­
chusetts Department.

the legislative report
After 34 years Congress has updated the provisions of the 
ag Code, a goal long sought by veterans and patrotic organ­

izations. Approved by Pres. Ford on July 7, Public Law 94-344 
recognizes acceptable changes in flag etiquette, deletes obsolete 
provisions from the old law, clarifies previously ambiguous 
passages, and permits Congress to retain its jurisdiction over 
future revisions. The new law takes into account the all weather 
materials now used to construct flags and the advances made in 
outdoor lighting techniques and liberalizes provisions for flying 
the flag around the clock or during inclement weather. Flag 
pins, charms and patches have become popular to wear and the 
new Code prescribes when and how those articles should be 
worn. References to the proper use of the flag salute have been 
made uniform for both men and women. A provision for display­
ing the flag attached to a radiator cap of an automobile has been 
modernized so as to substitute the right front fender for the obso­
lete ornament.

Passage of this legislation in this Bicentennial year is a tribute 
to the determination of organizations like The American Legion 
which labored long and hard to bring about the desired revisions. 
No penalties are prescribed for failure to follow the provisions of 
the Code. But, as Rep. Don Edwards, chairman of the sub­
committee that considered the bill said, “This is not the mark of a 
weak bill but of a strong flag which is both actually and sym­
bolically above the problems of the moment.”

# * * *
At the federal level no action has been forthcoming by Con­

gress on any of the several proposals to return the national obser­
vance of Memorial Day to May 30. However, for your reference, 
the following bills on the subject have been introduced in the 
House of Representatives: H.R. 119, 235, 1728, 1972, 2248, 
2606, 3331, 4533, 4793, 7749, and 11104. House Joint Resolu­
tions introduced are H.J.R. 262, 330, 825, and 852. The lone 
measure offered in the Senate is S. 429. With a new Congress 
to be elected in November, we can expect a spate of new bills 
on the matter to be introduced next year.

* * * *
No progress has been forthcoming on S. 91, a bill designed to 

authorize expansion of the Antietam National Battlefield Site in 
Western Maryland and to provide for an environmental protection 
zone as a means of preserving the rural nature of the area adjacent 
to the battlefield and along the lower reaches of Antietam Creek.

♦ ♦ ♦ *

On a more positive note, the Bicentennial seemingly has been 
responsible for the consideration of several measures of interest 
to patriotic organizations. Under terms of Public Law 94-337 
approved by the President on July 4, Valley Forge State Park 
has been deeded over to the federal government and will be 
known as Valley Forge National Historic Site. On April 13, 
Pres. Ford Signed Public Law 94-263 which designates that date 
as “Thomas Jefferson Day” in honor of our 3rd President’s birth 
and his part in framing the Declaration of Independence. Under 
Public Law 94-208 approved last February 4, the United States 
will present a statue of Abraham Lincoln to Israel with funds 
donated by a private source. Other measures of interest in the 
congressional hopper are H.R. 12962 to provide for the burial of 
an unknown soldier from the Revolutionary War at Arlington 
National Cemetery; S. 431 to establish the boyhood home of 
George Washington located near Fredericksburg, Virginia, as a 
National Historic Site; S. 64 that would add the names of the 
States of Alaska and Hawaii to the Lincoln National Memorial; 
and H.J.R. 519 that would posthumously award the rank of 
“General of the Armies” to George Washington. S. 64 passed the 
Senate on April 6 and is presently in the House Interior and 
Insular Affairs Committee. H.J.R. 519 passed the House on 
August 24 by a vote of 275 to 107 and has been sent to the 
Senate for consideration. That Resolution is sponsored by Rep. 
Mario Biaggi of New York.
