SVRThe 23rd annual National SVR Muster will 

be held at McConnellsville, Ohio July 19 - 
21, 1996. The weekend event begins with 
check-in and setup commencing at 9:00 AM 
on Friday July 19. Friday evening there will 
be a joint Union and Confederate ceremony 
at the Civil War monument in Malta (just 
across the Muskingam River). This is the 
only monument in the United States that 
honors both North and South. Following the 
ceremony, the Rube Band will be playing on 
the banks of the river. At 9:30 PM that night 
firing of cannons will take place with the 
Union on the McConnellsville side of the 
river and the Confederate on the Malta side. 
On Saturday there will be a parade and in the 
evening, a Civil War Ball. On Sunday, the 
battle depicting Morgan's raid through the 
area will take place. For more information 
contact:

The Council directed the National Secretary 
and the National Quartermaster to develop and 
maintain a master list of all those who have 
received authorization to date since the creation 
of the Order’s policy at the 113th National 
Encampment. It was further directed that this 
master list and a statement be published in The 
Banner to the effect that "if your Camp or 
Department is currently producing merchandise 
for sale and the merchandise and Camp's or 
Department's names is not on the master list, it 
is in violation of the National Order’s Policy on 
the Use of Protected Badges, Emblems, Seals 
and Symbols and all production of said material 
must cease. Permission to use such protected 
symbols may be sought (but not necessarily 
approved) by writing to the Commander-in- 
Chief."

The 30th Michigan participated in two services 
on May 27th - one in Vassar and the other in 
Comma, Michigan. Both services were in 
conjunction with re-dedications of GAR Monu­
ments. Vassar had a wonderful old time cere­
mony organized by the Commander of the Gen­
eral Phil Kearney Camp, Gorden McAllister. 
There were Senators and Congressmen along 
with music, bagpipes, and many, many troops.

The parade will move to Zaiglefs Grove for 
the outdoor ceremony. All units will remain 
with the parade until the ceremonies have 
completed. Troops marching with bayonets 
may leave them on their rifles. Officers may 
cam* sabers and salute with the same. 
Immediately following the ceremony troops are 
dismissed and may attend an indoor ceremony 
at the Cyclorama Auditorium.

Remembrance Day ceremonies will be held on 
November 16, 1996 in Gettysburg, PA. If you 
missed last year, plan on attending this year. 
There were over 5,000 North and South units 
marching in the parade. It was a spectacular 
event. The following information is provided:

Many new artillerists were onboard to receive 
instruction on safety, regulations and manning 
of the artillery pieces. Saturday evening was 
open for live firing. One individual 
demonstrated how a 1.5 to 3.5 ounce charge 
affected a 13 pound bowling ball being fired 
from a mortar.

It has been brought to my attention that a 
number of SVR members are doing special 
presentations at the public schools. This is a 
fine way to remember our ancestors and tell the 
young folks about those brave Union soldiers 
who died so long ago. However, you must 
obtain written permission from the School Su­
perintendent and School Lawyer before doing 
any of this if weapons are involved. We use 
weapons, muskets, swords and bayonets for 
demonstrations and these are illegal to bring 
into school. Members of different reenacting 
groups have been put in jail, even with written 
permission. Have fun and educate, but do it 
with care.
