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Hannibal Hamlin V Speaks at Lincoln Day Dinner

The Great Great Great Grandson of President Lincoln's 
first Vice President was the featured speaker at the annual 
Lincoln Day dinner of McLauchlin Camp 12 in Mansfield, 
Ohio. Hannibal Hamlin V, an Assistant Professor of En­
glish at Ohio State University, gave a family oriented biog­
raphy of his famous ancestor. The man who was almost 
president (had he not been replaced by Andrew Johnson 
when Lincoln ran for re-election in 1864) was a noted po­
litical figure from Maine. Before his election as Vice Presi­
dent, he had served in the Maine legislature, the U. S. House 
of Representatives and interrupted his third term in the U.S. 
Senate (1848-1861) lo serve as governor of Maine in 1857.

Hannibal's father, Cyrus Hamlin, was one of seventeen 
children born to Eleazer Hamlin and his two wives; Lydia 
Bonney and Sarah Bryant. Eleazer selected unusual names 
for several of his children including Asia, Africa, Europe, 
and America. Hannibal enlisted as a private in the Maine 
Coast Guard during the Civil War while, according lo 
Hannibal V, two of his sons Charles and Cyrus reached the 
rank of General in the Union Army.
After he left the Vice-Presidency Hannibal returned to the 

U.S. Senate from 1869-1881 and served as minister to Spain 
in 1881 and 1882 during the administration of President 
Chester A. Arthur. He then retired to a quiet life in Maine

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Before his service with the Army of the Cumberland, 
the events following the First Battle of Bull Run and the 
disastrous rout of the Union army back into Washington 
had resulted in Rosecans' receiving his first independent 
command on July 23, 1861. Immediately after the fiasco, 
General-in-Chief Winfield Scott telegraphed Maj. Gen. 
George McClellan, then in charge of the Army of Occu­
pation. His message read; "Circumstances make your 
presence here necessary. Charge Rosecrans, or some 
other general with your department and come hither 
without delay."

McClellan chose Rosecrans to assume command of 
what was then known as the Army of Occupation, West 
Virginia, Department of the Ohio.

Rosecrans led that force until March 11, 1862, some 7 
and a half months, during which the organization was 
restructured and renamed twice: First it was designated 
the Department of Western Virginia, and then as the 
Mountain Department.

In late December 2001, my research on Union Civil 
War flags led me to request a copy of the finding aid to 
the papers of Major General William Starke Rosecrans 
from the University of California, Los Angeles. My 
objective was to see if the general had left any personal 
papers that might have elaborated upon his General 
Orders. No. 41. of December 19,1862. which authorized 
the first known set of flags for a Federal Western theater 
army.

During my review of the finding aid, my attention was 
drawn to the intriguing entry "Box 123-2 flags." I sus­
pected that one of the flags might be the general's Army 
of the Cumberland headquarters flag. The second flag 
remained a mystery.

I contacted Victoria Steele, head of the Charles E. 
Young Research Library, Department of Special Collec­
tions. at UCLA, who had the box brought to the special 
collections reading room for examination by her staff. I 
explained to her that General Orders; No. 41 (G.0.41) 
called for an eagle to be painted on the headquarters flag.

Chickamauga on September 19 and 20, 1863, which 
resulted in the Union army's retreat back into Chatta­
nooga, the subsequent siege by Bragg's forces and the 
eventual removal of Rosecrans from command on 
October 19. When Rosecrans left Chattanooga for 
Cincinnati, he may have carried with him the eagle flag 
that had accompanied him in camp, campaign and battle 
for some 10 months.

The flag in Box 123 that matches the eagle flag's 
description is a machine-stitched silk national flag, 
measuring approximately 60 and a half inches on the 
staff edge and 71 inches 
on the fly edges. The 
canton measures 32 
inches high and 24 
inches wide.

The golden eagle 
device is beneath the 
canton and superim­
posed over the 8th, 9th, 
10th and 11th stripes. The eagle is finely painted in 
yellow and brown tones, effectively producing an overall 
rich, golden effect. The unveiling of the flag's full 
details must await the painstaking process of profes­
sional textile preservation.

Enough is visible, however, to see the remarkable 
artistic detail. Within the shield upon the eagle's breast, 
the artist painted stars that have an almost photo-etched 
quality. Fine shading has been given to the talons and to 
each arrow tip and shaft feather, while each olive and 
leaf has been equally detailed.

The majority of the canton is missing, but enough 
material remains to show that the stars are placed in a 
vertical line approximately 4 inches from each other and 
4 inches from the leading edge of the pole sleeve.

Based upon his initial examination of the eagle flag 
photos, Howard Michael Madaus, a nationally recog­
nized Civil War flag expert expressed the opinion that 
the flag's characteristics suggest that it was made by 
John Schilleto & Company of Cincinnati.

It now seems apparent that after the war Rosecrans 
kept the flag among his personal effects, most likely as a 
treasured reminder of his experiences and personal 
associations as commander of the Army of the 
Cumberland. Given the historical circumstances of his 
removal from that command, and his own later state­
ments concerning it, we may believe that this flag took 
on great significance for him. We can only speculate 
with what emotion he may have shown the flag to any of 
his old veterans who sought him out in California years 
later.

headquarters flag, however, remained exactly the same.
Rosecrans used the eagle flag throughout the rest of his 

tenure as commander, from April 25 to October 19,1863. 
Within those six months his army conducted the Tullahoma 
campaign, crossed the Cumberland Mountains and forced the 
evacuation of Chattanooga by General Braxton Bragg's 
Confederate Army of Tennessee.

Diligent research has uncovered two flags of great
The initial examination of the contents of Box 123 revealed 

that is contained two silk national flags, and one of them bore 
a striking resemblance to the eagle flag of my description. 
The description of the 
second flag, also a national 
color, caught me completely 
offguard. That banner bore 
an inscription written upon a 
linen square sewn across its 
stripes, stating in part, 
"Army of Western Virginia." 
The information constituted 
a remarkable historical find. These were the headquarters 
flags from the only two independent commands (a command 
directly answerable to the War Department or the commander 
in chief) to which Rosecrans was assigned during the Civil 
War: the Army of Occupation, West Virginia, Department of 
the Ohio, and the XIV Army Coips, Department of the 
Cumberland.

The events that led to the use of the Army of the 
Cumberland's eagle flag began eight weeks before the 
issuance of G.0.41, when Rosecrans had been ordered to 
relieve Maj. Gen. Don Carlos Buell, commander of the Army 
of the Ohio. The War Department stipulated that Rosecrans' 
new command be reconstituted as the XIV Army Corps, 
Department of the Cumberland.

The order detailed that the general's headquarters flag be 
"the National flag, 6 feet by 5, with a golden eagle below the 
stars, 2 feet from the tip to tip." That flag would remain 
officially in use for slightly more than four months. During 
that time, the XIV Corps, fought the sanguinary Battle of 
Slone's River, or Murfreesboro, which began on December

PA, NJ FORM REGIONAL ASSOCIATION 
EXPLORATORY COMMITTEE

The New Jersey and Pennsylvania Departments of the Sons 
of Union Veterans of the Civil War (SUVCW) have formed an 
exploratory committee to consider the establishment of a 
regional association. A regional association will provide us the 
means to capitalize on the different skills of Brothers and 
Sisters in our Departments to improve our ability to: (a) 
publicize the activities of the SUVCW and Allied Orders; (b) 
develop new Camps; (c) rejuvenate moribund Camps; (d) 
develop Camp membership, both by increasing membership of 
Camps and by encouraging more active participation of current 
Brothers; (e) raise funds for programs; (f) reinforce interrela­
tionships between the SUVCW and the Allied Orders.

At present there are four members of the exploratory commit­
tee, two from the New Jersey Department: Michael Horgan, 
Past New Jersey Department Commander and Joseph F. Seliga, 
Senior Vice Commander, New Jersey Department, and two 
from the Pennsylvania Department: John McNulty, Department 
Council, and Eric J. Schmincke, Junior Vice Commander, 
Pennsylvania Department. Joseph F. Seliga was elected 
chairman of the exploratory committee.

Invitation letters, signed by the Commanders of both the New 
Jersey and Pennsylvania Departments, were sent to the Com­

If the proposals are accepted at the Department Encamp­
ments in 2003, the first Conference, a one day event, would be 
held in the Spring of 2004.

Schuyler F. Smith Camp 193 and Auxiliary 11. located in 
Halsey Valley, NY have announced that their meeting 
place, the GAR Hall of Hagadorn Post 505. has been 
placed on the National Register of Historic Places. It is 
believed to be the only such building in New York state, 
built by and for Civil War veterans - used exclusively by 
them and lheir Allied Orders lo this day.

The Hagadom Post of the GAR was Chartered at Halsey 
Valley in 1884. While meetings were first held in rented 
rooms at some of the local hotels, the veterans and lheir 
newly formed Sons Camp, which would take the name of 
Schuyler F. Smith in honor of the Post's Commander al the 
time, built their own meeting hall in 1894. Aside from 
electricity, which was added in 1937, and a hose supplying 
water from the local lire department, which came only 
recently and is only turned on upon request, the building 
has remained the same for more than 100 years. At one 
time, the GAR Post held meetings downstairs, while the 
upstairs was used for dances and other functions, a high 
ceiling and a stage at one end of the room making the 
space ideal for such events. Two outhouses exist for the 
use of Members and guests. Both the ladies' room and 
mens' room are accessed from outside the building. 
Heating is by means of coal or wood-supplied stoves and 
the meeting room stands as it did 100 years ago. Many 
pictures, certificates, and other artifacts remain on display 
in the building including a large mural of Andersonville 
Prison Camp, where Schuyler F. Smith was a prisoner.

The Hall, still the largest public building in Halsey 
Valley, remained the properly of lhe GAR until they 
disbanded in the 1940’s. The Smith Camp, SUVCW. and 
then lheir Auxiliary, have owned the building and properly 
since that lime.

The Smith Camp, located in a very remote and rural part 
of New York Stale, had a resurgence of inlerest and 
activity in 1998. Al that lime, PCinC Danny Wheeler and 
several Brothers of Sydney Camp 41 in Ithaca, NY joined 
as Dual Members and began io attend meetings lo assist 
the Camp with projects.

Today the Camp is continuing to grow, as is Auxiliary 
11. Together, they have undertaken many projects to help 
stabilize and preserve the building - the most significant of 
which was the recent re-coaling and re-sealing of lhe 
deteriorating melal roof (via lhe efforts and generosity of 
Past Camp Commander, and Schuyler F. Smith descendent, 
Bernard Smith).

More needs to be done in order to ensure that this GAR 
Hall will endure for future generations. Anyone who 
would like to see this historic Hall preserved would be

The Post was formed in 1883 and met at various loca­
tions until the veterans were able to raise the money for their 
own facility. After the Post's disbandment, its last survives 
member, Arthur J. Phillips, died in 193d.]

Summerlike weather greeted participants and 
friends of the 47th Annual Lincoln Tomb Ceremony 
held on April 15 to honor Abraham Lincoln on the 
date of his death. Representatives of some sixty 
organizations heard Commander-in-Chief Robert E. 
Grim describe Mr. Lincoln's life in Springfield prior 
to his election to the presidency. C-in-C Grim closed 
his remarks with the traditional reading of Mr. 
Lincoln's last address to the citizens of Springfield, 
given on February 11, 186 L as he prepared to depart 
with is family for the journey to Washington, D.C.

Earlier in the ceremony, the Lincoln Tomb Obser­
vance Committee Chairman respectfully reminded 
the audience that we have an obligation to honor our 
national heroes on the date of their death as well as 
on the date of their birth.

The Springfield Municipal Band played selections 
appropriate to the occasion. Color Guards were 
provided by the 114th Illinois Vol. Infantry Reg't. 
and by the Department of Illinois, Korean War 
Veterans Association.

Dr. Bryon Andreasen, Research Historian for the 
Illinois Historic Preservation Agency, gave the 
principal talk at the luncheon following the cer­
emony at the cemetery.

Dr. Andreasen used the story of the "Leaping 
Lincoln" to illustrate the fact that historians and 
scholars do not always agree on the details of a 
particular incident. In this particular instance, 
historians differ as to the location of where Mr. 
Lincoln, a member of the Illinois House of Repre­
sentatives, was supposed to have tried to jump out of 
a window with a couple of Whig colleagues to 
prevent a vole on a matter and keep the opposition 
from gaining a quorum. Al the time, December 
1840. the Capitol in Springfield was unfinished and 
the House Chamber was not ready for occupancy. 
The House of Representatives met in a local church. 
Scholars and biographers differ as to which church, 
but in Dr. Andreasen's estimation, the weight of 
evidence indicates it was the Methodist Church.

Michigan GAR Hall marks its Centennial

Michigan's Colegrove-Woodruff Camp 22 

sponsored a centennial celebration and rededicat­
ion of its meeting place, the GAR Hall at 
Marshall, MI on September 7, 2002.

Cushing Camp 5 sponsors local "Ancestor Day

Cushing Camp 5 recently held two "Ancestor 
Day" workshops open to the general public. Ex­
panding on an idea first expressed by PDC Ronald 
Aronis, Camp 5 decided to try to see if there was 
any interest for the public to find out whether they 
had an ancestor who served for the Union during 
the Civil War.

Meeting rooms were reserved at the local public 
library in two cities. Each was equipped with 
Internet access as well as microfilms, books, rosters 
and maps to provide the information base required. 
Members of Camp 5 who have experience in 
genealogical research brought their own laptop 
computers with ancestry databases installed.

A steady flow of people came, some with no 
information and some with research already begun. 
Some had folders of newspaper clippings, tintypes 
of ancestors and one even had parts of a GAR 
medal carefully preserved.

Mrs. Sue Koeferl of Kewaskum, Wisconsin 
brought in a very old family album full of tintypes. 
She said that her husband had his side of the family 
researched and was trying to do her side. She 
recently inherited the album and suspected that one 
of the pictures was of Gotlieb Velte of Co. G. 28th 
Wisconsin Vol. Inf. She said rumor had it that he 
died of pneumonia right after returning from the 
war. We verified the picture by uniform and insig­
nia, and verified his service record. We were able to

been born in Macon, Mississippi 
in 1900.

Although Ty was my step dad 
for 34 years, 1 had known him all 
of my life, as his first wife was 
my uncle's wife's sister, and my 
relationship to his was more like 
that of an uncle rather than a step 
dad.

Ty grew up in Starkville, 
Mississippi and Atlanta, GA. 
After graduating from Mississippi 
State College in 1923, he served 
in the U. S. Army as a Second 
Lieutenant, and then for five years 
as Deputy Chancery Clerk of 
Noxubee County, Mississippi. He 
next got a job with the United 
Fruit Company, in Guatemala, 
where he met his first wife, 
Thelma England. They moved to 
Medford, Massachusetts, and Ty became an exam­
iner with the Shawmut Bank. Eventually, Ty retired 
to Warwick, Massachusetts, in 1965.

With my knowledge of his background, and my 
interest in genealogy and history, I asked Ty many 
times about growing up in the South, and inquired 
whether he had any relatives that fought foi the 
Confederacy. All he ever answered was Ah. you 
want to hear about that stuff". On joining the 
SUVCW about twenty years ago. I proudly showe 
Ty my membership card. He handed it back to me 
with no comment.

At his Memorial Service, held on August 
>n Orange, Massachusetts, the minister gave a 
beautiful accounting of Ty's journey throu° ’ 
starting with, "Wightman S. Tyson, born in _ 
Mississippi the 10th child of John Anderson Y 
and Fanny Longstreet, niece , y chair!
Longstreet, CSA". I almost fell out oi f found

Inquiring of my stepsister after the sei he 
fhat his mother died when Ty was veiy

was raised by another of General Longstreet's nieces, 
and that his foster father was a Confederate Veteran by 
the name of "Shearer", (the middle name that Ty 
adopted). This kind and gentle "Son of the South", 

whom I had known all my life and 
was my stepfather, pulled a good one 
on me, never telling about his 
Confederate family, (of whom he 
was most proud) and keeping his 
Civil War connections to himself, as 
he lived out his long life in "Union 
Territory".

His Great uncle, James Longstreet 
entered West Point from Alabama, 
graduated in 1842, and was wounded 
at Chapultepec, in Mexico. With 
two brevets and the staff rank of 
major, he resigned his commission 
on June 1, 1861, and joined the 
Confederacy. Longstreet made three 
mistakes that have denied him his 
deserved place in Southern poster­
ity: 1. He argued with Lee at 
Gettysburg. 2. He was right. 3. He 
became a Republican.

Longstreet opposed attacking at Gettysburg, in favor 
of maneuvering Meade out of his position. Longstreet, 
who had come to believe in the strategic offense and the 
tactical defense, was proven right when the Confederate 
attacks on the second and third days were repulsed.

Later in the war, at the Wilderness, he was severely 
wounded in the confusion of battle, by Confederate 
troops. He recovered and resumed command during the 
Petersburg operations and commanded on the north side 
of the James. Lee's "Old War Horse" remained with his 
chief through the surrender at Appomattox.

After the war he befriended General Grant and be­
came a Republican. He served as President Grant's 
minister to Turkey. He also served as commissioner of 
Pacific Railroads under McKinley and Roosevelt, from 
1897 to 1904. Criticized by many former Confederates, 
he struck back with his book. From Manassas to 
Appomattox. He outlived most of his high-ranking 
postwar detractors. He died and was buried at 
Gainsville, GA, on January 2, 1904. the last of the high 
command of the Confederacy

Since the Council of Administration anticipated further debate 
on the requirements for the War Medal would be at an end as of its 
last meeting in Gettysburg but it still continues as an issue with 
the membership, it was moved by Don Darby. Second by Ed 
Krieser to instruct die committee on Constitution & Regulations 
to draft language to discontinue the War Medal. Of the voting 
members present there were seven (7) votes to approve the mo­
tion. zero (0) votes against and one (1) abstention.

Based upon recommendations from the National Committee 
on SUVCW Alternative Funding (reported at the meeting by CinC 
Grim) Kent Armstrong made the motion that the "Sons of Union 
Veterans of the Civil War Charitable Foundation" be created as a 
501 (c)(3) nonprofit corporation, thus allowing charitable dona­
tions to be made from corporations and individuals that now do 
not or cannot donate to the Order itself - as the SUVCW is recog­
nized by the IRS as a 501 (c)(4) nonprofit corp. It was stressed 
that "Charitable Foundation" be part of the title and that the new 
corp, be permitted to use the Name and Symbols of the Order 
with its title. Additionally, that they be permitted to use the Em­
blem of the Order to produce and sell various items to the Order's 
membership. Brother Don Darby asked for a "friendly amend­

ment" That they be permitted to use the emblem and name of the 
order to produce and sell merchandise not already licensed to a 
Camp or Department including jewelry. And, to add that the Board 
of Directors for the aforementioned Foundation be Brothers Bob 
Petrovic. Linn Hoadley, Henry Shaw, Jon Silvis, James Houston, 
Harrison Scott Baker II and PCinC Ed Krieser when they accept 
the position. The "friendly amendment," mandating that the Board 
of Directors be SUVCW Brothers in Good Standing was accepted. 
Brother Darby then seconded the motion. Seven (7) votes yes, 
zero (0) votes no and one (I) abstention.

Moved by Don Darby, Second by Steve Michaels to allocate 
Special Projects Fund (up to $1300.00) to the SUVCW Chari­
table Foundation to cover its start-up costs such as printing pam­
phlets, getting proper permits and/or charters for its creation within 
the State of Ohio. Passed by those present.

Executive Director Lee Walters expressed the need for an ad­
ditional storage cabinet at the National Headquarters. Moved by 
Don Darby, second by Kent Armstrong to purchase the cabinet 
from the appropriate budgeted fund.
