General Grenville Dodge Home
General Dodge, in addition to being a noted Civil War general, is best known as the builder of the Union Pacific Railroad. His

home, built in 1869, is beautifully restored and open for tours. There are a few Civil War artifacts including a portrait and two
swords — one of which is a presentation sword. In the basement are many photos of his funeral in 1916 and a few from the War.
The home is located on Story and Third Streets and is just east of the business district. Photos taken 11/30/07
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
