GAR Monument 
This is a monument to the unknown dead. Dates of various wars are inscribed on the monument. It is granite about 4 feet high. The cemetery is on the east edge of town on 
Highway 175. The monument may be difficult to locate within the cemetery. The easiest way is to take 6th Street north-then tum right into the cemetery -- then as you go 
east on the cemetery road, the monument will be on your right next to the road. Photo taken 5/19/20. 
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
