The 40'X 60 structure cost $5,000.00 
and was ready for use in September of 1947 The rail oa leased a lot nonth of the depot to them to build the structure 
ln the fall of 19.48, a fire did much damage to the buildn which was repaired. During the year of 1998, the American 
Legion moved to the Sanborn Community Center fe

sends a boy from Sanborn to Boy's State each year 

[n 1979,The American Legion purchased tt tl, gs for M in Street and in 2003, they restored those flags by sup- 
plying new ones with different flagpoles. In 1982, [hey purchased 9 flags for Memorial Avenue of Flags at Miller Purl 
along with the holders for the flags. The number flats at the Avenul of flags continues to grow through donation by the 
community and family members.
