ASTHEY TRAVELED, MEASLES SWEPT THROUGH THE REGIMENT, CAUSING SOME TO BECOME TOO ILL TO
TRAVEL THE SICK WERE LEFT AT THIS MIDDLE BOGGY OUTPOST NEAR A FRESH WATER SPRING. ALONG
WITH OTHERS TO CARE FOR THEM. MANY DIED OF THE DISEASE AND ARE BURRIED ON THIS SITE,
